8.K-B2, K-R7; 9.P-Kt8ch and wins. 1.K-B4? allows Black King to enter
the square by K-Kt3 with draw resulting.

Task #197 by Hap Hazard: 1. Kt-Q5, BxP; 2.Q-Ktch, KxKt; 3. Q-Q1 mate.
