Attack and Defense in the Same Move

Every good move assumes some consideration for the opponent’s
reply ~ hence the strongest move is often not the most obviously
aggressive. Studies and problems make this clear. They are
balanced in such a way that the opponent's {or Black's} defenses are
more subtle than is ordinarily the case. In the study at right, for
example, 1. P-K5, PxP; 2. P-R4, P-K5; 3. P-R5, P-K6 wins for
Black. In the three-mover, White's first move, although not overly
subtle, must provide for KxR. The particular beauty of problems
like this is that the key move has a balance of attack and defense in
it.

Incidentally, the Buchwald problem is in the final issue of the
U. S, Problem Bulletin, whose demise has been foretold by the dis-
appearance of problem colurmns in many leading magazines.
