GAME OF THE MONTH

The game between the winner of the Steiner Chess Club Champion-
ship and the runner-up was not the spectacular display one would expect
for a game of the month. However, it contained examples of at least two
of the features of Bill Addison's play which have made him a player of
national stature.

First, White characteristically accepts the isolated Queen's pawn,
which is a potential end game liability but also a middle-game weapon.

Second, White transposes into a classic Rook and Pawn ending which
looks difficult because of Black's active Rook. An incisive Kingside advance,
however, soon reduces the Black forces to passivity. This type of clear
endgame judgment is the mark of the master.
