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FINALISTS SELECTED FOR STATE CHAMPIONSHIP

The ten finalists in the California State Championship, a round-robin
tournament to be held in Los Angeles over the year-end holidays, are made
up of two current titleholders, the State Champion and the Open Champion,
and eight contestants who are qualified from various tournaments. In order
to schedule the nine games of the finals during a restricted period of time,
a set of preliminary games are played in each part of the State before the
ten finalists meet. This year, there are six players from the South and four
players from the North, and the preliminary games will have three rounds.
This will leave six games to be played at Los Angeles.

The finalists are: State Champion Charles Henin, second-place finisher
in the California Open Jim Tarjan, Walter Browne, Ronald Gross, Lazslo
Binet and Jerome Hanken from the Southern California Championship, and
four players from the North. We are not certain of the four players at this
time, John Blackstone qualified from the Peninsula Open but he has since
written us that he does not intend to exercise his right. (The next place is
between Koit Tullus, Dennis Fritzinger and Ziad Baroudi.) Major John Hud-
son is the qualifier from the Central Valley. John Blackstone and Ziad
Baroudi tied for first in the Northern California Championship. The fourth
qualifier, Norris Weaver, is the winner of the Chess Friends of Northern
California tournament.
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HENIN, TARJAN, PUPOLS TIE FOR FIRST IN CALIFORNIA OPEN

The 1967 California Open had a three-way tie for first place be-
tween State Champion Charles Henin, State Junior Champion Jim Tarjan,
and a well-known visitor from the Seattle area, Viktors Pupols. The
cash was divided three ways, the title went to Henin on tie-breaking
points, and the finalist in the State Championship went to Tarjan on
tie-breaking points, Henin already being qualified.

The California Open was held at the Hacienda Motel in Fresno and
was directed by Gordon S. Barrett.

ADDISON BECOMES INTERNATIONAL MASTER

William G. Addison of San Francisco, director of the Mechanics'
Institute Chess Room, has scored well in international events and at
the 1967 meeting of the Federation International Des Echecs it was ex-
pected that he would be on the awards list for International Master.
But nothing happened, and our International Vice-President, Fred Cra-
mer of Milwaukee, petitioned FIDE. After the red tape was disposed of,
the ruling was made that Addison qualified in the Maribor 1967 Tourn-
ament and the award will be announced at the 1968 FIDE Congress.
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GAME OF THE MONTH

That this was one of the more dramatic encounters of the Mechanics’
Institute Invitational tournament was apparent from the finesses in
the opening and the time expended for the first 20 moves. Black took
exactly one hour for the first 10 moves of sparring, and both players
had well over two hours on their clocks after 18 moves.

At his 17th and 18th moves White decided to play for a win after
34 minutes of thought. The White King proved itself to be quite
capable of self-defense on the Queen-side.

At the diagrammed position, White's superior development was
neatly transformed into a forced win.,.a combination doubly effective
in time trouble because a sacrifice of Black's was rejected at the
same time.

In all - a game worthy of study as a lively struggle.

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COMPUTERS PLAY CHESS - A SECOND LOOK

Some time ago (Vol XVI, No. 4) we published a game played be-
tween the USSR Institute of Theoretical and Experimental Physics and
Stanford University, with notes by grandmaster Yuri Averback. The
game was lost by Stanford with a weak tenth move and a blunder on the
12th move. On Stanford's 17th move, ... RxP, the Russian computer
had a mate in two. (We commented that a human would have resigned
rather than play RxP and be mated in two moves.)

The news reports at the time informed us that the game was the
first of a set of four games. Shortly after the news of the loss of
the first game, the newspapers stated that Stanford was in difficult-
ies in the second game. Then, without explanation, news coverage
stopped.

We learned through William G. Addison of San Francisco, who went
to Stanford to talk to the programmers of the chessplaying computer,
that the four games were not intended to be a contest of the usual
kind, but merely a test for a restricted length of time of the capa-
bilities of the two computers. It was said that if Stanford had not
walked into a checkmate on the 19th move and had carried on until 30
moves or so, the game would have been stopped because the program did
not pretend to be able to finish. And example was given, we hear:
"The computer can quickly end a game, through checkmate, in a posi-
tion of King and Queen vs. King. However, if there is a Pawn on the
board along with the defending King, the computer is unable to pro-
ceed to the direct win.'" Addison is supposed to have volunteered a
program for the computer to go after and win the Pawn and then pro-
ceed with the known system for mating with King and Queen vs. King.
The answer was: 'We don't want suggestions from chessplayers for our
program.'

We understand that Stanford has now acquired the Massachusetts
Institute of Technology chessplaying program. The MIT computer,
under the name of MacHack, has entered several ordinary tournaments
in New England and has done fairly well, winning a few games and los-
ing a few Its rating is improving, although it is nowhere near the
expert class as yet

In one game we saw, MacHack made a forceful sacrifice of the ex-
change and force mate It plays funny chess from time to time, how-
ever. In a game reported by Isaac Kashdan recently in the Los Ange-
les Times it conducted the White side of a Sicilian Defense as fol-
lows: 1. P-KR4, P-QB4; 2. P-Q4, PxP; 3. QxP, Kt-QB3; 4. Q-Q3. 1In
spite of the fact that the computer violated opening principles
twice in four moves (3. QxP losing a tempo and 4. Q-Q3 blocking the
King's Bishop) it won the game.

In No. 265, the wall to be built is on Kt6, 7,
and 8 — the Bishop guarding Kt6 and Kt8. This takes three moves; how to
keep the King from gaining one of these squares in two moves? 1.B-K6!,
K-K2 (otherwise he would be walked out by K-B1 and P-R6); 2. P-R6, K~B3;
3.B-B5!,K-B2; 4, B-R7,K-B3; 5. K-B4 and the King is cut off from the last
opening at Kt4.

In No. 266, the '"wall ' is to built at B7, Kt7, and Kt6, since the King's
only point of approach is via his KB3. Therefore, 1. B-Q7!,K-K6; 2. P-R4,
K-K5 (otherwise, he will be shut out by 3.K-Q4); 3. P-R5,K-K4; 4. P-R6,
K-B3; B-K8. Clunk.
