The following are the tentative rules
governing the club championship tourney:

(1) FIDE rules will govern the playing

laws of chess; (2) Rate of moves will be

40 moves in two hours for each player; (3)
A player must average a tournament game
once every three weeks and if he doeasn't
get all of his games played at the close

of the tournament he will be disqualified
regardless of his standing; (4) Games may
also apply to the ladder tournament if
both players agree and provided it is
within the rules of the ladder tourney.

In such a case, the players must keep in
mind that the game would count as two games
played as far as the reting points are con-
cerned; (5) There will be no adjudicated
games. Games may be adjourned if not
finished and resumed at the next week's
meeting.

Other rules may be applied but this will
depend on the number of entries. After all
entries are in on April 26, the C.D. will
present the permanent rules for the tourney
and these rules will be displayed in a
conspicuous place in the clubroom. Remember,
the deadline is April 26--, no entriss will
be accepted after this date for the c¢lub's
championship tourney.
